Why do we need a Bess project in Scotland?

“As Scotland continues to increase its renewable energy capacity, projects like
Whitehill BESS are essential for providing the flexibility and resilience
necessary to maintain secure and reliable energy supplies,” Wilson said.
Apatura secured planning permission to build and operate a 100 MW capacity
BESS at Tealing, near Dundee. 

Which Bess projects are attracting the most attention in Scotland?

While Apatura Energy has recently had some smaller planning wins in
Scotland, with the approval of three projects totalling 85MW of capacity since
December, it is the larger BESS proposals in Scotland that have been drawing
the sector’s attention the most. 

What is Bess & why is it important?

“BESS plays a crucial role in modern energy management, especially in the
context of renewable energy integration and grid stability. This scheme will
help deliver stable energy prices, leading to reduced bills, taking the pressure
off households while at the same time increasing energy security. 

What is a Bess system?

A BESS is an advanced technology system designed to store electrical energy
during periods of high generation and low demand. This can then be exported
back into the grid network during periods of high demand.

What does an ideal Battery
Energy Storage Site (BESS)
look like?

The land requirement varies, BESS projects can
be as small as two acres, or as large as 30 acres.
Typically, BESS developers look for between two
to 15 acres of relatively flat-lying land. Battery
sites should be located near to existing
infrastructure and in areas that minimise the
impact on nearby residential properties. This is
