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Overview

What is community energy storage?

Community energy storage refers to an energy storage system located within
a community with defined boundaries. 

Is community solar a community storage project?

Community solar projects are sometimes referred to as community storage
projects due to their growing popularity. However, most community storage
projects are currently owned and/or operated by utilities. It can be challenging
to capture the exact meaning and location of community storage. 

Are solar communities based on heating only?

The majority of the existing solar communities are based on heating only.
There are numerous successful projects (e.g., Okotoks, Canada) around this
topic, which will be a lead to investigate further for the modifications and
enhancement of the existing system.

The German village of Mengsberg has built up an energy community that
owns and operates a 100 % renewable district heating network with a wood
chip boiler and a solar collector field. Everyone who wants to join the energy
cooperation makes a deposit of EUR 4,000 per building. 

Do solar district heating plants need pit thermal energy stores?
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Solar district heating plants already have relevant experience with pit thermal
energy stores, a proven and competitive seasonal energy storage option. A pit
heat storage tank with more than 50,000 m3 loses 10 % of the stored energy
over the year. The losses depend significantly on the size and construction of
the cover.
